Repair CaféRepair Café are setup to provide a place 
to bring everyday items for repair to 
avoid them being dumped. Volunteers 
donate their time and expertise to repair 
electronics, bicycles, sewing machine, 
toys, clocks, furniture items and clothing 
to name a few. 

Part of  the enjoyment is that, instead of 
simply ‘dropping off’ your item to be fixed, 
you are encouraged to get involved with the 
repair and learn how things works and can 
be fixed. 

Repairs are free with visitors paying for 
parts or materials used. The idea was the 
brainchild of  Martine PotsmaMartine Potsma, a Dutch 
lady, who in 2009 set up the first one in 

Amsterdam with the aim of reducing waste 
by repairing rather than replacing. Since 
then, Repair Cafes have popped up all over 
the world.
